“Do not be alarmed; you are looking for Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified.
He has been raised; he is not here. (Mark. 16: 6) The Egyptian pyramids are
world-famous as one of the “seven Wonders” of the ancient world. We know
that they are actually gigantic tombs containing the mummified bodies of
Egyptian Pharaohs. Westminster Abbey is famous, and thousands visit it,
because the dead bodies of famous writers, philosophers, and politicians are
entombed there. But there is a Shrine of the Holy Sepulcher in Jerusalem, and
pilgrims from all over the world visit a tomb there which is empty with a note at
its entrance which says, “He is not here” and we know it is the tomb of Jesus
Christ, Who was once buried there, rose from the dead, leaving an empty tomb,
as He had told his disciples he would. Thus, Jesus worked the most important
miracle in His life, defying the laws of nature and proving that He is God. We
rejoice at this great and unique event by celebrating Easter.

Easter is the greatest and the most important feast in the Church. It marks the
birthday of our eternal hope. Easter, the feast of the Resurrection, gives us the
joyful message that we are a “Resurrection people” who are expected to live a
joyful and peaceful life, constantly experiencing the real Presence of the Risen
Lord in all the events of our lives. “This is the day the Lord has made; let us
rejoice and be glad” (Ps 118:24). The living presence of the Risen Lord gives us
lasting peace and celestial joy in the face of the boredom, suffering, pain, and
tensions of our day-to-day life. “Peace be with you!” (Jn 20:19), was Jesus’
salutation to his disciples at all post-Resurrection appearances. For the true
Christian, every day must be an Easter Day, lived joyfully in the close company of
the Risen Lord. This experience of joy is possible through the Sacraments
especially the Holy Eucharist and the Sacrament of Reconciliation. So, leading a
life centred on Sacraments let us touch and experience the Risen Lord in our
daily life and experience the joy and the new life given by the Risen Lord. May
the Risen Lord bless us and our families. Wish everyone a Happy Easter!!!
